Every person born in this world is engaged in spiritual warfare whether he knows
it or not. God wants his people to be an army influencing the world and driving
back the powers of darkness that hinder and work to corrupt the Kingdom of
God. Spiritual warfare is more than casting out demons. It also involves Spirit-
controlled thinking and attitudes. This is the normal challenge and calling of the
entire church.

When it comes to spiritual warfare people swing towards two extremes: - over-
emphasis or under-emphasis.

Over-emphasis: Some people see demons in everything and think that every
problem is solved by casting out a demon at every opportunity. These people
totally eliminate any sense of personal responsibility by calling every wrong
choice, selfish sinful action the work of the devil.

Under-emphasis: Some people call it psychology or they ignore the devil or
pretend he does not exist hoping he will go away.

We must be careful that if our desire is to see a supernatural manifestation,
Satan will be happy to put on a show for us. We must also not think that our past
methodology for deliverance which brought us success is the only way it has to
be done. Because of this imbalance we can become spiritually proud, crave
power, control, intimidate and this leads to further bondage.

Before you wage spiritual warfare and be a winner, you need to know certain
facts of your enemy the devil, his strategy, the field of warfare, your position and
authority in Christ and how to remain spiritually fit.

Telescopic Probe +Just as in a rifle you need a telescopic view of the object you
are aiming at, so also spiritually you need the telescopic probe of discernment
using scripture and gifts of the Spirit 2Cor3: 16-17; Ps119:105, 130. The Holy
Spirit is the Greater One residing within us. When we are baptized in the Holy
Spirit gifts begin to operate as he wills.1Cor12, 14 [Word of Wisdom; Word of
Knowledge; Discerning of Spirits; Faith; Healings; Miracles; Prophecy; Tongues;

Spiritual warfare is much more than a prayer prayed or a demon rebuked. It is a
life lived in the fear of the Lord. James5; 16; Eph4: 27; Gen18: 20-23

If we pray for someone struggling with sin that is also present in us, our prayers

Praying on Site at specific locations can breakdown strongholds of sin, negative
influences and bondages over territory Ps101: 8; Exo23: 29-30; Jos6: 1-20.

Preaching is another area of warfare = placing light in the midst of darkness
Roml 16; Actsl: 8. The devil will try to prevent us from sharing the gospel
because he knows that the power of darkness will be driven back.

Setting the captives free from demonic harassment in the lives of individuals is
yet another area. We are to preach the gospel and cast demons out in the Name
of Jesus Mk16; 15-18; Lk4: 18-19; 9: 1-2; 10: 1-9; Acts10: 38. Sometimes a
person could have deep seated wounds which have given entry to demonic
powers. In that case in addition to casting out evil spirits, wounds need to be
healed in the Name of Jesus. We also need to check whether the person wants
to repent and whether he wants to be set free.

Fasting is an effective means of warfare, a tremendous weapon against the
enemy Isa58: 6. It helps you become more sensitive to the Spirit of God. The
anointing breaks the yoke. Isal0; 27. Daniel fasted and prayed for twenty one
days. Fasting must be coupled with prayer.

Praise drives back the powers of darkness, breaks strongholds, releases angels

are interceding, it hinders Satan and his work, turns away his attacks, and foils
his schemes.

STAYING SPIRITUALLY FIT

But wherever you are, you will portray
signs of a sharp or dull axe. A dull rusty axe will show a mediocre person not
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willing to do his best; not interested in updating his field and industry; not seizing
his God-given opportunities; no zeal; complacency, content to live life the way it
IS, non-repentant, no vision, no goals, no zeal for the Kingdom of God.

Most never update, never improve their skills. They think what they have learned
is good enough znot so! Good is the enemy of better.

They become dull of hearing Heb5:11 when they refuse to renew their minds
holding on to their own mindsets and not taking on the mindset of the Lord.
Those that are dull of hearing are un-teachable, because they have no desire to
listen and that can lead to hardness of heart. [Pharaoh had a hardened heart, he
was un-teachable]. They must rise from doing good to doing better. It is our
attitude [mindset] that determines our altitude. Sharpening our skills from time to
time is the key to success.

Many are busybodies who have forgotten the value of rest +they become burn-

outs or misfits. They need to rest in-between: Even the Lord himself went to
sleep in the boat +

There is power in the name of Jesus because he shed his own blood, offered it to
his Father who thereupon gave his power and authority to his Son.

Many outstanding miracles have been reported all over the world when the Blood
is honored and pled.

However because the enemy is stubborn, victory
does not always come quickly. Sometimes we need to battle in prayer using the
Blood for weeks and months. But victory is assured Rev12: 9.

Satan can and does get through if the Blood-line is let down. How does this
happen? - By disobedience. We must sprinkle the Blood of Jesus with faith and
obedience. We must walk in the fear of the Lord. If we walk in sin or harbor un-
confessed sin without repentance and at the same time plead the Blood it will not
be effective. The Blood of Jesus does not cleanse if we remain in the dark. It is
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when we come out into the light confessing, repenting, forsaking our sins then we
have mercy Prov28: 13; 1Jnl; 6-9;

Rahab used the bloodline token [scarlet thread] that saved her family and herself.
The Israelites sprinkled blood in Egypt and it brought deliverance. The High
Priests of the Old Testament sprinkled blood and it brought forgiveness! Jesus
sprinkled his own blood and purchased salvation for all mankind! We the New
Testament sons of the High Priest Jesus may now sprinkle Blood for forgiveness,
salvation, redemption, healing, protection and victory!

How Do We Plead the Blood?

In the Old Testament, the priest took a bunch of hyssop and dipped it into the
blood of animals and then sprinkled it upon the lintels and doorposts of the
houses of the Israelites.

The Israelites were commanded to sprinkle the blood of a slain lamb kept in the
basin with a bunch of hyssop, on the lintel and side-posts of the front door. When
the death angel came that night, and saw the blood on the door posts, he passed
over the house. - If the blood was left in the basin, it was ineffective - merely
blood shed. The blood had power to save when lifted from the basin and
sprinkled! Exo012:22.

Christians sing about the power of the blood. But most believers do not
understand its great value and benefits. In scripture the Blood is spoken of in two
ways - Blood Shed and Blood Sprinkled!

When Christ lifted the cup at the last Passover, He said, "...This cup is the new
testament in my blood, which is shed for you". At communion time we do it in
remembrance. We know only about the blood shed but do we know about the
blood sprinkled? Lk22:20

This blood in Exo12 is a type of the blood of Christ. It is sprinkled on us! If Christ
is Lord of your life, then your heart has been sprinkled by His blood. And this
sprinkling is not for forgiveness only -but also for protection against all the
destroying powers of Satan. When his forces see the blood of Christ on your

God made a covenant agreement with Israel with the promise, "If you will obey
My words, | will be your God and you will be My people." Moses read this law to
the people, and they responded in the affirmative. He then sealed the covenant
agreement by sprinkling blood on the book, twelve pillars of the temple [12 tribes]
and people with the blood. They were now cleansed, sanctified, fit to be in God's
presence. They ate and drank in the very presence of God. Exo24; Heb9:19
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Today we are new covenant people with Christ Who sealed it by His own
precious blood. When we sprinkle His precious blood over our souls we can go
boldly without fear into God's presence to commune with Him with no sin
condemning us. We are then free to talk with God.

The high priest sprinkled blood at the mercy-seat in the Holy of Holies once each
year to make atonement, for people's sins, so they could be reconciled and
commune again with God.

Jesus, our Lord and High Priest not just once a year, but for all times, took His
own blood into God's presence sprinkled it at the mercy-seat for remission,
forgiveness of sins of all believers zfinal sprinkling! Heb9: 12-14

Jesus took His own blood into heaven for us! And it isn't reserved there simply as
a memorial. It is to be sprinkled on all who come to Him by faith!

How Is the Blood of Jesus Sprinkled Upon the Heart?

1. By the Spirit of Christ who indwells us. He does this in response to our faith,
when we truly believe what he did when he poured out his Blood for us at
Calvary.

2. When you hear Christ and His blood being exalted in an anointed Holy Ghost
preaching you can know the blood is being sprinkled!

At the same time, speaking in tongues is clearly linked
to the release of spiritual power. Here is a solid and unchanging biblical principle:

This implies that He prayed in tongues for long hours privately. Since he prayed
a lot in tongues privately, when he came to church he needed to speak only a
few words. And the result was a powerful ministry. If we keep praying in tongues
for long periods of time we too can build our ministry and expect the miraculous.

Secondly, Paul moved in the miraculous when the power of God operated in his
life through exercising the gift of tongues with all perseverance. Prayer needs
perseverance. Our spirits need to be exercised by praying in tongues with
perseverance. And that brings miracles.

The problem is not lack of righteousness because Jesus was made sin to make
us righteous in Him. The problem is lack of effectual fervent, persevering prayer.
Paul said the power of God was demonstrated through his life with
perseverance.

Tongues, with interpretation, is
similar to prophecy in terms of edifying the body of Christ when it comes
prophetically. And it may be given by the person speaking in tongues or by
someone else. Those who speak a message in tongues are told to pray for the
ability to interpret it.

Again we see that salvation came as the result of hearing the Word of God and
responding in faith which is also consistent with every other verse in the Bible
concerning salvation.

- Individual people hear the gospel, respond in faith and
are saved.
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However, God's plan is also a family plan. All of the beautiful ties of home and
family are meant to be eternal. We may not understand how God can accomplish
a family relationship in heaven. His desire is that none should perish but all be
saved. It is impossible to understand his methods. Rom11:33

Rahab saved the spies who went into Jericho. The spies, inspired by God, said,
asked Rahab, to bring her family here into the house and they would all be
saved. Rahab did so and her family was saved. Jos6:17-25

God showed his keen interest in families by forming the home before he made
the church. He wants that same wonderful unity, and recognition of himself,
which people expect to feel in the church, to also be in the home.

Many Christians have been praying for the unsaved loved ones in their families.
"Does this mean they are already ALL saved?" "No, God will not violate the free
will, but it means that he is going to do everything necessary to bring people to
the point where it will be easy for them to make the choice to serve him.

There are three kinds of curses:- Self-inflicted by one's own words; Inflicted by
others; Generational curses.

In the Old Testament Moses addressed this issue with the new generation of
Israelites preparing to enter the Promised Land to deal with personal and
ancestral sins Lev26:39-42.

Why do curses come?

In the Garden of Eden God intended man to live in abundance, but the ground
became cursed with thorns and thistles. The Bible says that sometimes the Word
gets thrown amidst thorns which are symbolic of the curse. The weeds and
thorns choke the Word and block the blessing. We have to break the curse then
the blessing will come. Many sow seed in the area of finances and do not see a
breakthrough because of curses.

Sin blinds and binds. Willful persistent sinning constructs a stronghold a nesting
place for curses.

Some Christians reason, "l thought that all the past is under the blood when |
received Jesus as my Saviour!" As far as salvation and eternal destiny is
concerned, that is true. But our enemy loves to cause us grief when sins
connected to our lives (personal or generational) have not been dealt with
through repentance, confession and pleading the Blood.

What do curses bring forth?

They destroy your future, marriage, ministry and blessing God has for you. They
cause much grief and can bring failure, shame, sickness and even physical
death. They do not impose eternal judgment but bring bondage in an individual's
life, reducing its effectiveness so that he lives a mediocre life of lesser value, till
he addresses sin issues that invited these curses in. Curses are the invisible
blocks to healing, deliverance, or salvation.

How do curses operate?

In an earthquake zone though everything on the surface * buildings, homes,
market place, seems to be fine, there may be flaws, geological faults lying
dormant in the earth crust hidden beneath the surface which under certain
circumstances could move and cause destruction to the once-perfect surface. In
the same way flaws or faults lying hidden within a personality can erupt under
circumstances causing havoc in the life of the person and misery to others as
well.

Many people speak of cancer that keeps passing down from generation to
generation. This is a curse like other curses in the world. Jesus died on the cross

How does one know if one is under a curse?

Here are some signs: - Multiple [repeated] mental/ emotional breakdowns,
depression, chronic sickness, accidents, family members practicing fornication or
other repetitive sins, marital and family problems, barrenness, miscarriage,
divorce, continued financial insufficiency, business failures, accident prone,
repetitive accidents or injuries, particularly of the same type, history of suicide
and unnatural or untimely deaths, alcoholism, misfortunes, personal performance
at work or home hampered despite one's best efforts, chronic strife or arguments
with interpersonal relationships; poor eating or sleeping habits in infants or
children, inability to conceive children and so on.

There are spirits and curses operating in different cultures, cities, and races. This
can also happen to people reading this article.

How can we free ourselves from the curse?

The first step in breaking the curse is to understand and affirm that Jesus died to
forgive your sin so you can have every curse broken because Jesus redeemed

You might deliver someone from an evil spirit but if there is a curse involved
which is not broken the spirit can come back. Jesus said you send the demon out
but it comes back in and finds the door still open and you are worse than you
were before.

In the book of Leviticus we are told that they took the blood of a lamb and
sprinkled it on the mercy seat seven times. We must know that the blood
redeems us. Jesus shed his own blood in seven different places.

When Jesus was
sentenced to death he had to wear a crown of thorns that caused his brow to
bleed and the curse of poverty was broken. Application of the redeeming blood of
the Lamb breaks the curse.

Adam surrendered his dominion to Satan in the Garden of Eden. Jesus paid for
our dominion over Satan in the Garden of Gethsemane. The first time Jesus
shed His Blood in the Garden of Gethsemane was for our mental anguish. No
longer do we have to suffer stress. Apply his shed Blood to your mind and be
free of stress.

There are some who have had prophetic words over their lives and yet they have
not come to pass for several years. You may be one of those. Although you may
have had them confirmed from the mouth of two or three witnesses yet in
desperation you may have said the Prophet was wrong. You may have said, "I've
heard everything the Bible has said about healing, but | still haven't received the
promise of God in a miracle." So you gave up on believing the word of the Lord
and the revelation.

Why is this so? And how can you birth the prophetic word given to you, see your
prophetic promises fulfilled and release your destiny?

Mt16:13-17 Simon Peter had a revelation from heaven. He said, "You are the
Christ, the Son of the living God." Jesus answered and said to him, "Blessed are
you, Simon Bar-Jonah, for flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, but My
Father in heaven.

You too may also have received divine inspiration like Peter-a prophetic word, a
vision, an illumined scripture from God. Maybe a prophet called you out and
prophesied over you or God spoke to you through television, radio or a dream.
God may have revealed something we would accomplish for him, something we
would become or something we would see Him do in our lifetime.

Mt16 Jesus said to Peter: "I say to you Peter, 'on this rock I will build My church,
and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it." This was a specific [rhema]
word to Peter.

In the same passage, Jesus goes on to say, "Peter, I've given you the keys to the
kingdom." The keys are the prophetic word or revelation you receive. It is the key
to your destiny. You can use this key to unlock heaven and loose things in
heaven so what God said about you in heaven can come to pass on the earth.
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With that prophetic destiny key you can build and plant or uproot and pull down
every opposition to its fulfillment. Jerl: 10.

When God gives you a revelation, you are called to build, plant, loose, birth and
bring to pass that word by working with the Holy Ghost. At the same time, you
may have to pull down some things in the spirit that oppose the fulfilment of your
word. We need to know how to properly use these keys which have been handed
to us through visions, dreams or words from the Lord.

Many times we have not walked in the fulfilment of what God said about us, not
because of the prophet, God or the devil, but because of ourselves. We have a
responsibility to birth prophetic promises that are given to us. When God speaks
something about you, He is releasing a potential. What we do with it can
determine out destiny.

When God says something about you, He is speaking out and releasing your
potential. Many Christians don't realize that most prophetic words, or their timing,
are conditional upon us taking certain steps of obedience.

Daniel had a revelation while he was reading the book of Jeremiah. God
breathed on the scripture and revealed to him that he was about to come out of
Babylonian captivity after 70 years. Daniel began to fast and pray Dan. 10 about
what God said - he didn't just take God's spoken word for granted. He realized
that God wanted him to be involved in the word.

Like Daniel, we need to birth prophetic words of God spoken to us and bring to
pass what is potential. They are designed to stir up and cause destiny to come
alive in us so we will get passionate about what God about us. We need to fast
and pray over the prophetic word given to us.

Daniel kept praying and after 21 days Michael the archangel showed up and told
him that God had heard his prayer on the very first day but it took 21 days for the
answer to come because of opposition in heaven called the Prince of Persia. The
enemy didn't want him to receive what God wanted him to have immediately so
there was a delay in the spirit.

What are the road -blocks to your destiny? - It may be an opposition set up in
heaven against your destiny.

It means removal of habitual anger, un-
forgiveness, selfishness, impurity, lust and so on, especially the ones the ones
that hinder us. We must rely on the power of the Holy Spirit to remove the rubble
or rubbish of sin.

The only way to rebuild personal walls is do what Israel did:-

Repent; Remove the rubbish of sin, pray and Rebuild. A wall is rebuilt one stone
at a time.

How would you do that?
Not with your self-effort, but with the help of the Holy Spirit who gives you self-
control.

And when does that happen?
Right believing leads to right living!
